Osnovni akcenat je na podaci-
ma ciji je izvor Centralna banka Crne Gore, vezanim za monetarna kretanja, bankarski sistem, platni
bilans i platni promet. Takode je napravljena statisticka baza drugih makroekonomskih pokazatelja
iz realnog i fiskalnog dijela, emisije drzavnih zapisa i trzista kapitala, kao i neki uporedni podaci o
zemljama koje su u procesu Evropskih integracija. Sadrzajno se sastoji iz dva dijela: kratkog pregleda
kretanja i statistickog pregleda sa metodoloskim objasnjenjima tabela.
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The Bulletin of Central Bank of Montenegro is a monthly publication prepared by the Central Bank
of Montenegro. Bulletin has been envisaged as an overview of the most important statistical data that
represent a good base for current and future analyses of developments in the Montenegrin banking
system and economy. The emphasis was put on data whose source is the Central Bank of Montenegro
and which are related to monetary developments, banking developments, the balance of payments, and
the payment operations. There is also a statistical base of other macroeconomic indicators in the real
and the fiscal sphere, issued Treasury bills and the capital market, as well as some comparative data
on countries undergoing the European integration process. The content consists of two parts: a short
overview of developments and a statistical overview with methodological explanations of tables.
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Makroekonomska kretanja

Inflacija posmatrana kroz kretanje potrosackih cijena nastavila je da usporava, kako
na mjesecnom, tako i na godisnjem nivou. Ukupna industrijska proizvodnja, i pored
nastavka rasta preradivacke industrije, i dalje biljezi pad, uglavnom usljed smanjenja
proizvodnje elektri¢ne energije. Kretanja u turizmu obiljezio je rast broja dolazaka
turista, uz blagi pad broja nocenja, sto ukazuje na kraci prosje¢an boravak. Bankarski
sektor je i dalje stabilan, likvidan i solventan. Na mjese¢nom nivou zabiljezen je
blagi pad kredita, dok bilansna suma i depoziti nastavljaju da biljeze izrazito pozitivhe
trendove, ukljujudi i na godisnjem nivou. Kamatne stope na ukupno odobrene
kredite nastavljaju da biljeze pad, dok novoodobreni krediti na godisnjem nivou
biljeze rast kamatnih stopa za privredu i pad za stanovnistvo. Bilansna suma
mikrokreditnih finansijskih institucija, kao i odobreni krediti, biljeze mjesecni, ali i
izrazen godisnji rast rast, dok kamatne stope na ukupne i novoodobrene kredite
biljeZze smanjenje. Nezaposlenost nastavlja da opada, na mjese¢nom i na godisnjem
nivou, dok ukupan priliv stranih direktnih investicija i neto priliv SDI nastavljaju da
biljeze rast.

Kretanje cijena

Godisnja inflacija u decembru 2025. godine, mjerena potrosackim cijenama, iznosila je
4,0%, dok je godisnja stopa mjerena harmonizovanim indeksom potrosackih cijena izno-
sila 3,7%.

Potrosacke cijene su u decembru 2025. godine u odnosu na prethodni mjesec zabiljezile
pad od 0,3%. Najveci pad cijena zabiljezen je u kategoriji hrana i bezalkoholna pica 0d 0,8%,
najvise zbog pada cijena voca od 74%. Pad je zabiljezen i u kategorijama alkoholna pica i
duvan od 0,7%, prevoz od 0,3% i namjestaj, oprema za domacinstvo i rutinsko odrzavanje
stana od 0,1%. Rast je zabiljezen u kategorijama zdravlje od 0,6%, ostala dobra i usluge 0,5%,
odjeca i obuca, kao i stanovanje, voda, struja, gas i druga goriva od po 0,2%, rekreacija i kul-
tura i restorani i hoteli od po 0,1%, dok su cijene u kategorijama komunikacije i obrazovanje
ostale nepromijenjene.

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Macroeconomic environment

-

Developments in tourism were characterised by an increase in tourist arrivals,
accompanied by a slight decline in overnight stays, indicating a shorter average
length of stay. The banking sector remained stable, liquid, and solvent. Lending
activity recorded a slight decline on a monthly basis, while total assets and liabilities
as well as deposits continued to demonstrate strong positive trends, including on
the annual level. Interest rates on total loans continued to decline, whereas newly
granted loans recorded the year-on-year increase in interest rates for the corporate
sector and a decrease for households. The total assets and liabilities of microcredit
financial institutions, as well as their loan portfolios, recorded both monthly growth
and pronounced annual growth, while interest rates on total and newly granted
loans continued to decrease. Unemployment continued its downward trend on
both monthly and annual basis, while total inflow of foreign direct investments
(FDI), as well as net FDI inflow, continued to increase.

Prices

In December 2025, the annual CPI inflation amounted to 4.0%, while the annual HICP
inflation reached 3.7%.

Atthe same time, consumer prices recorded monthly decline of 0.3%. Food and non-alcoholic
beverages recorded the most significant price drop of 0.8%, mainly due to a decline in the
prices of fruits of 7.4%. Decline was recorded in the categories of alcoholic beverages and to-
bacco (0.7%), transport (0.3%), and furniture, household equipment and routine household
maintenance (0.1%). Price increases were observed in the categories of health (0.6%), miscel-
laneous goods and services (0.5%), clothing and footwear and housing, water, electricity, gas
and other fuels (0.2% each), recreation and culture and restaurants and hotels (0.1% each),
while prices in the categories of communication and education remained unchanged.

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Cijene proizvodaca industrijskih proizvoda

Cijene proizvodaca industrijskih proizvoda su u decembru 2025. godine prema prelimi-
narnim podacima MONSTAT-a zabiljezile rast od 0,5% na godisnjem nivou, usljed rasta
cijena u sektoru preradivacka industrija od 1,7%. Sektor vadenje ruda i kamena zabiljezio
je pad od 2,0%, dok u sektoru snabdijevanje elektri¢cnom energijom, gasom i parom nije
bilo promjena cijena.

Namjese¢nom nivou, cijene proizvodaca industrijskih proizvoda ostvarile su rast od 0,8%,
usljed rasta cijena u sektorima vadenje ruda i kamena od 4,1% i preradivacka industrija od
0,1%, dok u sektoru snabdijevanje elektri¢cnom energijom, gasom i parom nije bilo promje-
na cijena u odnosu na prethodni mjesec.

Industrijska proizvodnja

Ukupna industrijska proizvodnja, prema preliminarnim podacima MONSTAT-a, u 2025.
godini, zabiljezila pad od 9,2% u odnosu na uporedni period prethodne godine. Pad proi-
zvodnje je evidentiran u sektoru snabdijevanje elektricnom energijom, gasom i parom od
33,4% i vadenje ruda i kamena od 22,8%, dok je rast ostvaren u sektoru preradivacka indu-
strija od 9,3%.

U preradivackoj industriji, u ovom periodu, osam oblasti biljezi rast proizvodnje. Najveci
rast zabiljezen je u oblasti proizvodnja namjestaja od 161,2%, Stampanje i umnozavanje au-
dio i video zapisa od 41,5% i proizvodnja metalnih proizvoda, osim masina i uredaja od
38,9%, dok je najmanji rast zabiljezen u oblasti popravka i montaza masina i opreme od
11,4%. Najve¢i pad je evidentiran u proizvodnji osnovnih metala od 39,8%, dok je najmanji
pad zabiljezen kod proizvodnje masina i opreme na drugom mjestu nepomenute od 1,0%.

U decembru 2025. godine industrijska proizvodnja zabljezila je rast od 18,0% u odnosu na
prethodni mjesec. Rast proizvodnje evidentiran je u sektorima snabdijevanje elektri¢cnom
energijom, gasom i parom 43,7%, vadenje rude i kamena 42,3% i preradivacka industrija
4,5%.
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Producers’ prices of manufactured products

Preliminary MONSTAT data indicate that the producers' prices of manufactured products
recorded the year-over-year growth of 0.5% in December 2025 due to a 1.7% price increase
in manufacturing industry. Prices in the mining and quarrying sector recorded a decline
0f2.0%, while the electricity, gas, steam and air condition supply sector saw no price chang-
es.

Producers’ prices also recorded the month-on-month growth of 0.8% owing to the respec-
tive price increases in the miningand quarrying sector and manufacturing industry of4.1%
and 0.1%, while there were no monthly price changes in the electricity, gas, steam, and air
condition supply sector.

Industrial production

Preliminary MONSTAT data show that industrial production saw a 9.2% year-over-year
decline in 2025. Output decline was recorded in electricity, gas and steam supply and the
miningand quarrying sector of 33.4% and 22.8%, respectively, while manufacturing indus-
try saw output growth of 9.3%.

Eight branches of manufacturing industry recorded output growth in this period. The
strongest growth was recorded in the manufacture of furniture (161.2%), printing and re-
production of recorded media (41.5%), and the manufacture of fabricated metal products
except machinery and equipment (38.9%), while the lowest growth was observed in the re-
pair and installation of machinery and equipment (11.4%). The severest output decline was
seen in the manufacture of basic metals (39.8%), while the lowest decline was recorded in
the manufacture of machinery and equipment, n.e.c. (1.0%).

Industrial production recorded monthly increase of 18.0% in December. Output increase
was recorded in all three sectors, 43.7% in electricity, gas, steam, and air condition supply,
42.3% in the mining and quarrying sector, and 4.5% in manufacturing industry.

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Turizam

Ukupan' broj dolazaka turista, prema preliminarnim podacima, u 2025. godini iznosio je
2,73 miliona $to je za 4,67% vise u odnosu na uporedni period prethodne godine. U istom
periodu ostvareno je 15,37 miliona nocenja, $to predstavlja pad od 1,46%. Broj dolazaka
stranih turista povecan je za 4,33%, dok je broj njihovih nocenja smanjen za 1,82%.

Broj dolazaka turista, u kolektivnom smjestaju, u 2025. godini iznosio je 1,50 miliona, $to
je za 3,78% vise u odnosu na uporedni period prethodne godine. Ukupno je ostvareno 5,19
miliona nocenja, §to je za 0,25% nize nego u istom periodu prethodne godine. U individu-
alnom smjestaju u ovom periodu boravilo je 1,22 miliona turista, $to je za 5,79% vise u od-
nosu na isti period 2024. godine, dok je ostvareno 10,18 miliona nocenja, sto predstavlja
pad od 2,06%.

Sumarstvo

Proizvodnja sumskih sortimenata u drzavnim sumamau2025. godiniiznosila je 242.841 m’,
$to je za 11,56% vise u odnosu na isti period prethodne godine.

Trziste rada?

Broj nezaposlenih lica u decembru 2025. godine u odnosu na novembar, manji je za 1,36%,
dok je u odnosu na decembar prethodne godine manji za 14,34%. Prosje¢na bruto i neto
zarada su u decembru 2025. godine, u odnosu na prethodni mjesec, povecane za 0,49%,
odnosno za 0,39%. Prosje¢na realna zarada bez poreza i doprinosa u decembru 2025. go-
dine zabiljezila je rast od 0,7% u odnosu na prethodni mjesec.

I Ukupni dolasci i nocenja turista obuhvataju dolaske i nocenja turista u kolektivnom i individualnom, od-
nosno tzv."privatnom smjestaju’.

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Tourism

According to preliminary data, total' tourist arrivals to Montenegro amounted to 2.73 mil-
lion in 2025, which is the year-over-year increase of 4.67%. At the same time, tourist over-
nights amounted to 15.37 million, which is a decline of 1.46%. Foreign tourist arrivals rose
by 4.33%, while their overnights dropped by 1.82%.

In 2025, the number of tourist arrivals in collective accommodation establishments
amounted to 1.50 million, which is the year-on-year increase of 3.78%. Overnights amount-
ed to 5.19 million, which is 0.25% less than in the previous year. Individual accommoda-
tion establishments received 1.22 million tourists that recorded 10.18 million overnights,
which is 5.79% more and 2.06% less than in the comparative period last year, respectively.

Forestry

Production of forest assortments from the state forests amounted to 242,841 m® in 2025,
which is 11.56% more year-on-year.

Labour market?

In December 2025, monthly decrease in unemployment amounted to 1.36%, while the
year-on-year decline reached 14.34%. At the same time, the year-over-year increase in av-
erage gross and net earnings amounted to 0.49% and 0.39%, respectively. The average real
earnings without taxes and contributions recorded monthly increase of 0.7%.

Bilansna suma banaka na kraju decembra 2025. godine iznosila je 7.906,37 miliona eura i
zabiljezila je rast 0d 9,05% u odnosu na decembar prethodne godine, dok u odnosu na pret-
hodni mjesec biljezi rast od 2,48%.

U strukturi aktive banaka, na kraju decembra 2025. godine dominantno ucesc¢e od 65,34%
imali su neto krediti, nakon kojih slijede hartije od vrijednosti sa 18,27%, zatim nov¢ana
sredstva i ra¢uni depozita kod centralnih banaka sa 13,04%, dok se 3,35% odnosilo na pre-
ostale stavke aktive. U strukturi pasive, dominantno u¢esc¢e od 76,80% biljeze depoziti, na-
kon kojih slijedi kapital sa 12,96%, pozajmice sa 5,91%, dok se na ostale stavke odnosilo

Koeficijent krediti/depoziti iznosio je 0,87 na kraju decembra 2025. godine i visi je u odno-
su na decembar prethodne godine kada je iznosio 0,79, dok je u odnosu na prethodni mje-
sec nizi kada je iznosio 0,89.

Po osnovu kredita, banke su na kraju decembra 2025. godine najvise potrazivale od nefi-
nansijskog sektora i stanovnistva (80,30%).
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Total assets and liabilities of banks

At end-December 2025, total assets and liabilities of banks amounted to 7,906.37 million
euros, recording the year-on-year increase of 9.05% and the month-on-month growth of
2.48%.

In the structure of banks’ assets, net loans accounted for the main share of 65.34%, followed
by securities with 18.27%, then cash and deposit accounts with central banks with 13.04%,
while other asset items accounted for the remainder 3.35%. As for banks' liabilities and
capital, the main share of 76.80% referred to deposits, followed by capital with 12.96%, bor-
rowings with 5.91%, while other liabilities items accounted for 4.33%.

At end-2025, total capital of banks amounted to 1,025.05 million euros, recording the
year-on-year growth of 15.06% and the month-on-month increase of 1.88%.

Loans

Total loans granted by banks reached the value of 5,300.31 million euros at end-December
2025, which is 14.24% more than in the same month last year but 1.19% less than in the pre-
vious month.

The loans to deposit ratio was 0.87 at end-December 2025, being higher than in the same
month last year when it stood at 0.79 but lower than in the previous month when it reached
0.89.

Loans disbursed to the non-financial and household sectors accounted for the main share
0f 80.30% in banks’ loan receivables as at end-2025.

Deposits

Total deposits in banks amounted to 6,072.40 million euros at end-December 2025 and
they recorded both year-on-year and month-on-month growth of4.00% and 0.72%, respec-
tively.

Asfor the maturity structure of the deposits, demand deposits accounted for the main share
of 84.22%, while time deposits made up 15.51%. The remainder 0.27% referred to funds in
escrow accounts. In the structure of total time deposits, deposits with maturity from one
to three years and deposits with maturity from three months up to one year accounted for
the main shares of 40.28% and 36.30%, respectively.

Likvidnost banaka

Likvidna aktiva banaka na kraju decembra 2025. godine iznosila je 1.490,90 miliona eura
i bila je za 180,49 miliona eura ili 10,80% niza u odnosu na isti period prethodne godine,
odnosno za 38,28 milion eura ili 2,64% visa u odnosu na prethodni mjesec.

U decembru 2025. godine koeficijenti likvidnosti za bankarski sistem u cjelini, na dnev-
nom i dekadnom nivou, bili su iznad propisanih minimuma.

Obavezna rezerva

Nakraju decembra 2025. godine ukupno izdvojena obavezna rezerva banaka kod Centralne
banke iznosila je 327,80 miliona eura i biljezi rast od 19,30 miliona eura odnosno 6,26% na
godisnjem nivou, dok u odnosu na prethodni mjesec biljezi pad u iznosu od 2,39 miliona
euraili 0,72%.

Od ukupnogiznosaizdvojene obavezne rezerve, na racun obavezne rezerve u zemlji izdvo-
jeno je 74,58%, dok je na ra¢unu Centralne banke u inostranstvu izdvojeno 25,42%.

Efektivna stopa obavezne rezerve, mjerena odnosom izdvojene obavezne rezerve i ukupnih
depozita, iznosila je 5,40% na kraju decembra tekuce godine i visa je u odnosu na decem-
bar 2024. godine kada je iznosila 5,28%, dok je u odnosu na prethodni mjesec niza, kada je
iznosila 5,48%.
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Retail deposits

Atend-April 2025, retail deposits amounted to 2,471.95 million euros and they rose 5.47%
and 14.71% month-on-month and year-on-year, respectively.

The maturity structure of retail deposits shows that demand deposits accounted for 83.75%
and term deposits accounted for 16.25%.

Banks’ liquidity

Liquid assets of banks amounted to 1,490.90 million euros at end-December 2025, being
180.49 million euros or 10.80% lower year-on-year, yet 38.28 million euros or 2.64% high-
er month-on-month.

In December 2025, both daily and ten-day liquidity ratios were above the statutory mini-
mum for the entire banking system.

Reserve requirement

Atend-December 2025, total allocated reserve requirement of banks held with the Central
Bank amounted to 327.80 million euros, recording the year-on-year increase of 19.30 mil-
lion euros or 6.26%, but also the month-on-month decline of 2.39 million euros or 0.72%.

Of total allocated reserve requirement, 74.58% was allocated to the reserve requirement ac-
count in the country, and the remaining 25.42% to the CBCG foreign accounts.

The effective reserve requirement rate, measured as the ratio of allocated reserves to total
deposits, amounted to 5.40% at end-December 2025, higher than in the same month of
2024 when it stood at 5.28%, yet lower than in the previous month when it stood at 5.48%.

Ukupna bilansna suma MFI-a na kraju decembra 2025. godine iznosila je 145,50 miliona
eura i u odnosu na isti mjesec prethodne godine biljezi intenzivan rast od 31,00 %, dok na
mjese¢nom nivou biljezi rast od 2,72%.

U decembru 2025. godine bruto krediti MFI-a iznosili su 142,93 miliona eura i biljeze in-
tenzivan rast od 29,24% u odnosu na isti period prethodne godine, odnosno rast od 2,85%
u odnosu na prethodni mjesec.

Aktivne kamatne stope

Prosje¢na ponderisana nominalna kamatna stopa banaka (PPNKS) na ukupno odobrene
kredite u decembru 2025. godine iznosila je 5,68% i niza je za 0,31 pp u odnosu na decem-
bar 2024. godine, dok je u odnosu na prethodni mjesec zabiljezila pad od 0,03 pp.

Prosje¢na ponderisana efektivna kamatna stopa (PPEKS) iznosila je 6,19% u decembru
2025. godine, i niza je za 0,31 pp u odnosu na isti mjesec prethodne godine, dok je u odno-
su na prethodni mjesec zabiljezila pad od 0,04 pp.

PPNKS na novoodobrene kredite u decembru 2025. godine iznosila je 5,14% i u odnosu na
decembar 2024. godine niza je za 0,03 pp, dok na mjese¢nom nivou biljezi pad od 0,38 pp.

PPEKS na novoodobrene kredite u decembru 2025. godine iznosila je 5,62% i visa je za
0,07 pp u odnosu na isti mjesec prethodne godine, dok u odnosu na prethodni mjesec bi-
ljezi pad od 0,42 pp.

PPNKS odnosno PPEKS na novoodobrene kredite privredi u decembru 2025. godine izno-
sila je 4,68% odnosno 5,10% i biljeze pad na godisnjem nivou za 0,04 pp, odnosno rast za
0,07 pp. Posmatrano u odnosu na prethodni mjesec biljeze pad (za 0,01 pp, odnosno rast
2a 0,05 pp).

Na novoodobrene kredite fizickim licima PPNKS je u decembru 2025. godine iznosila
6,06%, dok je PPEKS iznosila 6,66%, sto predstavlja smanjenje od 0,35 pp, odnosno od
0,31 pp u odnosu na isti mjesec prethodne godine. Posmatrano na mjese¢nom nivou, za-
biljezen je pad PPNKS od 0,18 pp, odnosno PPEKS u iznosu od 0,25 pp.
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Microcredit financial institutions (MFls)

Total MFIs assets and liabilities amounted to 145.50 million euros at end-December 2025,
recording a 2.72% monthly growth and the year-on-year increase of as much as 31.00%.

Total MFIs" gross loans amounted to 142.93 million euros, recording an intensive
year-over-year increase of 29.24% and a 2.85% increase month-on-month.

Lending Interest Rates

The weighted average nominal interest rate (WANIR) on total loans granted by banks
amounted to 5.68% in December 2025 and it recorded the year-on-year decrease of 0.31 pp
and the month-on-month decline of 0.03 pp.

The weighted average effective interest rate (WAEIR) amounted to 6.19% and it dropped
by 0.31 pp year-on-year and 0.04 pp month-on-month.

The weighted average nominal interest rate (WANIR) on new loans granted amounted to
5.14% in December 2025 and it decreased compared to the same month last year by 0.03 pp
and by 0.38 pp month-on-month.

The WAEIR on new loans amounted to 5.62% and it increased by 0.07 pp year-on-year but
it dropped 0.42 pp month-on-month.

The WANIR and WAEIR on new wholesale loans amounted to 4.68% and 5.10%, respec-
tively, recording the year-over-year declines 0of 0.04 pp and 0.07 pp. Compared to November
2025, the respective rates dropped by 0.01 pp and 0.05 pp.

The WANIR on new retail loans amounted to 6.06% while the WAEIR stood at 6.66%, both
showing the year-over-year declines of 0.35 pp and 0.31 pp, respectively. Observed on
monthly level, both WANIR and WAEIR declined, by 0.18 pp and 0.25 pp, respectively.

Prosje¢na ponderisana nominalna kamatna stopa mikrokreditnih finansijskih institucija
na novoodobrene kredite u decembru 2025. godine iznosila je 13,58%, i na godisnjem ni-
vou biljezi smanjenje od 5,92 pp, odnosno smanjenje od 2,29 pp na mjese¢nom nivou.

na mjesecnom nivou.

The spread between lending interest rates (on total loans granted) and the deposit interest
rates amounted to 5.89 pp in December 2025, down from 6.25 in the same month of the
previous year and 5.96 in the previous month.

MFIs’ interest rates on total loans

In December 2025, the weighted average nominal interest rate on total loans granted by
MFIsamounted to 17.61% and it recorded both year-on-year and month-on-month decline
of 1.79 pp and 0.51 pp, respectively.

The weighted average effective interest rate amounted to 19.46% and it was 2.20 pp lower
than in December 2024 and 0.60 pp lower than in November 2025.

MFIs’ interest rates on new loans

The weighted average nominal interest rate on new loans granted by MFls stood at 13.58%
in December 2025, dropping by 5.92 pp and 2.29 pp compared to the same month last year
and month-on-month, respectively.

The weighted average effective interest rate stood at 14.70% and it was 7.03 pp lower

year-on-year and 2.66 pp lower than in December 2025.

Capital market

In December 2025, the Montenegro Stock Exchange recorded a 1.85 million euro worth of
trade through 144 transactions. This trade was 2.64 times higher than in December last
year and 3.05 times higher on monthly level.

U strukturi trgovine ostvarenoj u decembru 2025. godine, dominantno ucesce od 99,11%
odnosilo se na promet akcijama, dok se preostalih 0,89% odnosilo na promet akcijama fon-
dova zajednickog ulaganja. Pri tome, ukupan promet ostvaren je kroz sekundarnu trgovi-
nu.

Berzanskiindeks MONEX ¢ija je vrijednost na kraju decembra 2025. godine bila 18.754,66
indeksnih poena, zabiljezio je rast od 14,12% u odnosu na isti mjesec prethodne godine,
odnosno pad od 0,26% na mjese¢nom nivou.

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In the structure of the December 2025 trade, the prevailing share of 99.11% related to trad-
ing in shares, while the remaining 0.89% was trade in shares of collective investment funds.

Total turnover was achieved through secondary trade.

The stock exchange index MONEX, which stood at 18,754.66 index points at end-December
2025, rose 14.12% in relation to the same month last year but it declined by 0.26% on month-
ly level. The MNSE10 index amounted to 1,203.02 index points and it rose by 10.82%

year-on-year but it dropped by 0.87% month-on-month.
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Market capitalisation amounted to 1,980.14 million euros as of 31 December 2025, record-
ing both month-on-month and year-on-year declines of 1.39% and 48.25%, respectively.

At end-December 2025, the turnover ratio at the Montenegro Stock Exchange stood at
0.000933, being higher than in the same month last year when it was 0.000183 and com-

Platni promet

Vrijednost realizovanog platnog prometa u RTGS sistemu i DNS sistemu iznosila je 3.383,84
miliona eura u decembru 2025. godine i biljezi rast od 10,57% u odnosu na isti mjesec pret-
hodne godine, dok u odnosu na prethodni mjesec biljezi rast od 81,98%.

U strukturi ukupno realizovanog platnog prometa 94,82% odnosilo se na vrijednost plat-
nog prometa realizovanog u RTGS sistemu.

Posmatrano prema uces¢u realizovanih naloga, dominantno ucesée od 59,87% ostvarili su
nalozi u DNS sistemu sa 983.066 realizovanih naloga.

Strane direktne investicije

Prema preliminarnim podacima u periodu januar - novembar 2025. godine, neto priliv
stranih direktnih investicija iznosio je 453,97 miliona eura, i gotovo je na identi¢cnom nivou
kao i tokom istog perioda 2024. godine (rast od 0,04%). Ukupan priliv stranih direktnih
investicija iznosio je 867,15 miliona eura i veci je za 8,08% u odnosu na uporedni period.
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U formi vlasnickih ulaganja ostvaren je priliv od 543,60 miliona eura, $to ¢ini 62,69% uku-
pno ostvarenog priliva. U strukturi vlasnickih ulaganja investicije u kompanije i banke
iznosile su 105,67 miliona eura (godisnji pad od 3,82%), dok su ulaganja u nekretnine izno-
sila 437,93 miliona eura (rast od 9,27%). Priliv SDI u formi interkompanijskog duga iznosio
je 287,73 miliona eura ili 33,18% ukupnog priliva, $to je za 9,62% vise u odnosu na isti peri-
0d 2024. godine. Preostalih 4,13% ili 35,82 miliona eura odnosilo se na ostala ulaganja, od-
nosno na priliv po osnovu povlacenja ulaganja iz inostranstva.
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Payment system

The value of domestic payment system transactions in the RTGS and DNS systems amount-
ed t0 3,383.84 million euros in December and it recorded the year-on-year growth of 10.57%
and a 81.98% increase month-on-month.

As for the structure of payment transactions, 94.82% referred to payment transactions in
the RTGS system.

Observed by the share of effected orders, the main share of 59.87% was recorded by orders
in the DNS system with 983,066 payment orders.

Foreign direct investments (FDIs)

Preliminary data indicates that net FDI inflows amounted to 453.97 million euros in the
period January - November 2025, almost at the same level as in the comparative period last
year (a minor growth of 0.04%). Total FDI inflow amounted to 867.15 million euros and it
was 8.08% higher year-over-year.
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The inflow in the form of equity investments amounted to 543.60 million euros or 62.69%
of the total recorded FDI inflow. As for the structure of equity investments, investments in
companies and banks amounted to 105.67 million euros (a 3.82% decrease yoy), whereas
investments in real estate reached 437.93 million euros (a 9.27% growth yoy). FDI inflow in
the form of intercompany debt amounted to 287.73 million euros or 33.18% of the total FDI
inflow, which is 9.62% more compared to the same period in 2024. The remaining 4.13%
or 35.82 million euros were other investments, i.e. inflow from withdrawal of foreign in-
vestments.

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Ukupan odliv SDI u periodu januar-novembar 2025. godine iznosio je 413,18 miliona eura,
$to je 18,56% vise u odnosu na uporedni period. Odliv po osnovu ulaganja rezidenata u
inostranstvo iznosio je 111,23 miliona eura, dok su povlacenja sredstava nerezidenata in-
vestiranih u nasu zemlju iznosila 301,95 miliona eura.

Budzet Crne Gore

Izvorni prihodi budzeta Crne Gore i drzavnih fondova u decembru 2025. godine, prema
procjeni Ministarstva finansija, iznosili su 329,73 miliona eura ili 4,06% procijenjenog
BDP-a’ i bili su visi za 25,34% od planiranih, a za 27,77% u poredenju sa decembrom pret-
hodne godine.

U strukturi izvornih prihoda, u decembru, najvece ucesce, 59,60%, zabiljezili su prihodi
od poreza, zatim doprinosi 19,46%, donacije 14,57%, naknade 3,04%, ostali prihodi 2,72%
i takse 0,61%. Prihodi od poreza, u decembru, bili su visi od planiranih za 10,02%, a u po-
redenju sa istim mjesecom prethodne godine ostvarili su rast od 16,53%, najvise uslovljen
ve¢om naplatom poreza na dodatu vrijednost. Prihodi po osnovu poreza na dodatu vrijed-
nost zabiljezili su rast od 19,76 miliona eura, odnosno 17,71% u odnosu na decembar pret-
hodne godine.

Najvece povecanje na prihodnoj strani u poredenju sa istim mjesecom prethodne godine
ostvareno je kod donacija (39,51 miliona eura), dok je najve¢e smanjenje evidentirano kod
poreza na dobit pravnih lica (3,36 miliona eura).

U periodu januar - decembar 2025. godine najvece pozitivno odstupanje u odnosu na pla-
nirane iznose i u odnosu na isti period u 2024. godini ostvarili su prihodi od poreza na do-
datu vrijednost, u iznosu od 31,06 miliona eura (rast od 2,26%), odnosno 181,06 miliona
eura (rast od 14,81%).

Tokom navedenog perioda u 2025. godini, najvece negativno odstupanje u poredenju sa
planom isa 2024. godinom zabiljezeno je kod doprinosa za penzijsko i invalidsko osigura-
nje — 44,04 miliona eura (pad od 11,08%), odnosno 179,45 miliona eura (pad od 33,68%).

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Over the reporting eleven-month period, total FDI outflow amounted to 413.18 million
euros, recording the year-on-year increase of 18.56%. In the outflow structure, outflow
from residents' investments abroad amounted to 111.23 million euros, while withdrawal of
non-residents' funds invested in Montenegro amounted to 301.95 million euro.

Budget of Montenegro

According to the Ministry of Finance's estimates, in December 2025, current revenues of
the Budget of Montenegro and state funds amounted to 329.73 million euros or 4.06% of
the estimated GDP? and they were 25.34% higher than planned and 27.77% higher than in
the same month of the previous year.

The structure of current revenues shows that tax revenues accounted for the main share of
59.60%, followed by contributions with 19.46%, donations with 14.57%, fees with 3.04%,
other revenues with 2.72%, and duties with 0.61%. Tax revenues exceeded the planned lev-
el by 10.02% and they were also 16.53% higher compared to the same month of the previous
year, mainly due to better collection of value added tax (VAT). VAT revenues were 19.76
million euros or 17.71% higher than in December 2024.

The largest year-on-year increase in revenues was recorded with donations (39.51 million
euros), while the largest decrease was seen in corporate income tax (3.36 million euros).

In the period January — December 2025, the largest positive deviation from the plan and
year-on-year was recorded with VAT revenues of 31.06 million euros (an increase of 2.26%)
and 181.06 million euros (a 14.81% increase), respectively.

Atthe same time, the largest negative deviation compared to the 2025 plan and to 2024 was
seen with pension and disability insurance contributions of 44.04 million euros (a decrease
of 11.08%) and 179.45 million euros (a decrease of 33.68%), respectively.

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Konsolidovani rashodi budzeta (ukupni izdaci umanjeni za otplatu dugova, izdatke za ku-
povinu hartija od vrijednosti i izdatke po osnovu datih pozajmica i kredita), u decembru
2025. godine, iznosili su 480,42 miliona eura ili 5,91% BDP-a, §to je vece za 68,35% u odno-
su na plan, a manje za 5,15% u poredenju sa istim mjesecom prethodne godine. Najvece
apsolutno odstupanje od plana zabiljezeno je kod transfera institucijama, pojedincima,
nevladinom i javnom sektoru (povecanje od 57,05 miliona eura), dok su rezerve zabiljezile
najvece apsolutno odstupanje u odnosu na decembar prethodne godine (smanjenje od 22,97
miliona eura).

Najvece izvrsenje rashoda zabiljezeno je kod kapitalnih izdataka (90,82 miliona eura) i pen-
zija (67,96 miliona eura).

Budzet Crne Gore, u decembru 2025. godine, zabiljeZio je deficit od 150,69 miliona eura
ili 1,85% BDP-a.
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Consolidated budget expenditure (total expenditure less debt repayment, expenditure for
securities, and expenditure for borrowings and loans) amounted to 480.42 million euros
or 5.91% of GDP in December 2025, being 68.35% higher than planned and 5.15% lower
year-over-year. The largest absolute deviation from the plan was recorded in transfer to in-
stitutions, individuals, NGOs, and public sector (an increase of 57.05 million euros), while
reserves recorded the largest absolute deviation compared to December 2024 (a decrease
0f 22.97 million euros).

The highest execution of expenditures was recorded by capital expenditure (90.82 million
euros) and pensions (67.96 million euros).

The Budget of Montenegro ran a deficit of 150.69 million euros or 1.85% of GDP in
December 2025.

U pregledu su prikazana potrazivanja i obaveze Centralne banke Crne Gore.

Neto strana aktiva CBCG predstavlja razliku potrazivanja i obaveza prema nerezidentima.
Potrazivanja od nerezidenata obuhvataju drzanje specijalnih prava vucenja (SPV) i kama-
te i naknade za drzanje SPV, gotovina u stranoj valuti uklju¢enu u zvani¢ne rezerve, depo-
ziti u stranoj valuti uklju¢eni u zvani¢ne rezerve, ulaganja u hartije od vrijednosti ukljuce-
ne u zvani¢ne rezerve, potrazivanja po osnovu ¢lanstva u medunarodnim finansijskim
institucijama i ostalu stranu aktivu. Obaveze CBCG prema nerezidentima vezane su za
¢lanstvo u medunarodnim finansijskim institucijama i ostale strane obaveze.

Potrazivanja CBCG od ostalih depozitnih institucija odnose se na potrazivanja po osnovu
naknada za usluge platnog prometa, potrazivanja za kontrolu poslovanja banaka, kredit-
nog registra i ostala potrazivanja.

Neto potrazivanja CBCG od centralne Vlade predstavljaju razliku potrazivanja i obaveza
prema centralnoj Vladi.

Potrazivanja CBCG od ostalih sektora odnose se na potrazivanja iz poslovnih aktivnosti
od nebankarskih domacih sektora.

Neto ostale stavke obuhvataju sva nerasporedena sredstva i obaveze CBCG, ukljucujuci
nefinansijsku aktivu CBCG, potrazivanja i obaveze prema zaposlenima, rezervisanja za

gubitke i sl.

Obaveze prema ostalim depozitnim institucijama obuhvataju izdvojenu obaveznu rezervu
i ostale obaveze, odnosno depozite banaka kod CBCG.

Trade with bonds
refers to: restitutions and frozen foreign currency savings bonds (including bonds fro in-
demnification of depositors with state banks settled out of Montenegro), issued by the
Ministry of Finance with a view to regulating obligations derived from frozen foreign cur-

Number of issuers whose shares are included in the index
MONEX depends on the number of issuers on the regulated market and the number of is-
suers who meet specific criteria. The general condition which must be met by the issuer in
order that its shares are included in the composition of the index is that the shares are in-
cluded in the Official or Free market segment of the Stock Exchange (in accordance with
the Listing rules of the Montenegro Stock Exchange). Specific criteria were formed with the
aim of including share of issuers in the composition of the index MONEX , which will re-
tlect the price movement on the Montenegrin market in the best possible way.

MNSEIO0 represents weighted index which is not adapted for paid dividends and which is
not protected from the dilutive effect which occurs due to the dividend payout. MNSE10
is comprised of the shares of 10 companies with highest liquidity ratio. MNSE10 can also

CBCG radi prilagodavanje
podataka dobijenih od MONSTAT-a za potrebe izrade platnog bilansa u skladu sa novom
metodologijom Medunarodnog monetarnog fonda (Balance of Payments and International
Investment Position Manual, sixth edition, IMF, 2009). Podaci o izvozu i uvozu roba pri-
kazani su na f.o.b. osnovi.

Na ra¢unu usluga evidentiraju se podaci o uslugama u oblasti transporta, putovanja—tu-
rizmaiostalih usluga. Podaci o izvozu i uvozu usluga dobijaju se iz platnog prometa sa ino-
stranstvom. Prihodi od putovanja—turizma obuhvataju procijenjene prihode od turizma,
koji se dopunjavaju podacima o pruzenim zdravstveno-rekreativnim uslugama i potros-
njom u cilju $kolovanja. Procjena prihoda od turizma radi se na osnovu broja nocenja (po-
datak MONSTAT-a) i procijenjene prosje¢ne dnevne potrosnje. U toku 2012. godine kori-
govan je model za procjenu prihoda od turizma i izvréena je revizija podataka za
prethodne godine. Ostale usluge obuhvataju gradevinske usluge, proizvodne usluge na fi-
zickim inputima u vlasnistvu drugih, usluge remonta i opravke, usluge osiguranja i penzi-
one usluge, finansijske usluge, naknade za koris¢enje intelektualne svojine, telekomunika-
cione, racunarske i informaticke usluge i ostale poslovne usluge. Podaci o ovim uslugama
dobijaju se iz statistike platnog prometa s inostranstvom (ITRS), dok se za FISIM koji je dio
finansijskih usluga radi procjena.

Rac¢un primarnog dohotka obuhvata naplate i placanja po osnovu kompenzacija zaposle-
nima, dohodaka o ulaganja (direktnih, portfolio i ostalih ulaganja) i ostale primarne do-
hotke. Izvor podataka je statistika platnog prometa s inostranstvom, CBCG i procjene.
Sekundarni dohoci obuhvataju podatke o transferima sektora vlade i ostalih sektora koji
se dobijaju iz statistike platnog prometa s inostranstvom.

Direktne i portfolio investicije prate se na osnovu podataka statistike platnog prometa s
inostranstvom i sprovedenih istrazivanja. Ostale investicije, koje obuhvataju podatke o
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include shares of companies ranked below 10th place, if they are in the top twenty compa-
nies ranked by liquidity ratio, whereby financial operations of the company and the share
of the issuer in free float capitalisation is taken into consideration. The share of shares of
individual issuer is determined by free float market capitalisation, whereby the share of free
tloat market capitalisation of an individual share in total free float market capitalisation of
MNSEIO0, as at regular review may not exceed 20%.

Balance of Payments (BoP)

Tables 5.1 - 5.4 - download tables

Balance of payments of Montenegro is compiled according to the new IMF methodology
(Balance of Payments and International Investment Position Manual, sixth edition, IMF,
2009). Data sources are: commercial banks (ITRS), MONSTAT, the CBCG and statistical
surveys of the CBCG. Data are published on quarterly basis, in euros. Recalculation of
source data from original currencies to reporting currency is performed as follows: by the
implementation of middle exchange rates of CBCG at the transaction day, monthly and
annual middle average exchange rates of CBCG, middle daily exchange rate at period-end
in the assessment of transactions which difference is being monitored.

At the beginning of 2005, revision of data on visible trade for 2004 was performed. Namely,
in 2004, it became technicaly plausible to monitor commodity transactions between
Montenegro and Serbia by using data of the Montenegrin Custom Administration or cus-
tom declarations. Up to 2004, source for monitoring these flows were data of commercial
banks on recorded foreign payment operations (ITRS). MONSTAT represents the data
source for visible trade as of 2005 and CBCG uses data on export and import of goods ac-
cording to the special trade system. The CBCG makes adjustments of MONSTAT data to
the needs of BoP according to the new IMF methodology (Balance of Payments and
International Investment Position Manual, Sixth edition, IMF, 2009). Both exports and
imports of goods are shown on f.0.b. basis.

Services account records data on services in the sectors of transportation, travel-tourism
and other services. Data on export and import of services are obtained from foreign pay-
ment operations. Revenues from travel-tourism comprise estimations of revenues from
tourism, supplemented with data on health related and education related services. Estimation
of revenues from tourism is performed on the basis of the number of overnight stays
(MONSTAT data) and estimated average daily expenditure. During 2012, model for the
estimation of revenues from tourism was changed and revision of data for previous years
was performed. Other services cover construction, manufacturing services on physical in-
puts owned by others, maintenance and repair services, insurance and pension services,
financial services, charges for the use of intellectual property, telecommunications, com-
puter, and information services and other business services. Data on these services are ob-
tained from the foreign payment operations statistics (ITRS), while FISIM which is part of
financial services is estimated.

Primary income account comprises data on payments and collections on compensation of
employees, investment income (direct, portfolio and other investment) and other primary
income. Data source is foreign payment operations statistics (ITRS), the CBCG and its es-
timations. Secondary income account comprises data on transfers of the Government and
other sectors which are obtained from foreign payment operations statistics.

Direct and portfolio investments are monitored according to foreign payment operations
statistical data (ITRS) and conducted surveys. Other investments, which cover data for
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kreditima, trgovinskim kreditima, gotovini i depozitima, dobijaju se iz statistike platnog
prometa s inostranstvom, CBCG i Ministarstva finansija i socijalnog staranja.

Rezerve Centralne banke Crne Gore obuhvataju sredstva Centralne banke deponovana
kod ino banaka, sredstva u trezoru CBCG i rezervne pozicije kod MMF-a. Izvor podataka
je CBCG (monetarna statistika).

U RTGS sistemu obavezno se izvr$avaju:

- platne transakcije koje glase na iznos od 1.000,00 EUR ili ve¢i,

- platne transakcije koje se odnose na uplatu javnih prihoda (porezi, doprinosi, takse, itd.)
na transakcione ra¢une koje propisuje ministarstvo nadlezno za poslove finansija i plat-
ne transakcije u korist i na teret transakcionog racuna Drzavnog trezora,

- platne transakcije kojima ucesnici podizu gotov novac kod Centralne banke Crne Gore,

- platne transakcije koje ispostavlja DNS sistem po osnovu negativne neto pozicije.

Po zahtjevu korisnika platnih usluga, u RTGS sistemu se mogu izvrsavati i platne transak-
cije koje glase na iznos manji od 1.000,00 EUR.

U DNS sistemu, u tri klirinska ciklusa se izvr$avaju platne transakcije koje glase na iznos
manji od minimalne vrijednosti platnih transakcija koje moraju biti procesuirane u RTGS
sistemu, utvrdene propisom Centralne banke.

1. banks (currently eleven banks)

Agency,and the Deposit Protection Fund),and

4. the Central Bank.

Transactions that must be performed in RTGS are the following;:

- payment transactions in the amount of 1,000.00 euros or more,

- payment transactions involving the payment of public revenues (taxes, contributions,
duties, etc.) to the current accounts prescribed by the ministry responsible for financial
affairs and payment transactions to credit and debit the State Treasury,

- payment transactions through which the participants withdraw cash from the Central
Bank of Montenegro,

- payment transactions delivered by the DNS system based on negative net position.

Payment transactions lower than 1,000.00 euros may be processed within the RTGS sys-
tem at a payment service user’s request.

In three clearing cycles, the DNS system executes all payment transactions in the amount
lower than the minimum value of payment transactions that have to be processed in the
RTGS system, determined by the regulation adopted by the Central Bank.

Podaci o indeksima potrosackih cijena (CPI), harmonizovanim indeksima potrosackih ci-
jena (HICP) i cijena proizvodaca industrijskih proizvoda preuzimaju se od MONSTAT-a.

Indeks potrosackih cijena definise se kao mjera prosjecne promjene cijena fiksne korpe
proizvoda i usluga koje domacinstvo kupuje radi zadovoljenja svojih potreba, i obracunava
se po metodologiji uskladenoj s preporukama za obracunavanje indeksa cijena u Evropskoj
uniji. Dok se indeks potrosackih cijena naj¢esc¢e primjenjuje kao op$ta mjera inflacije u na-
cionalnim okvirima, harmonizovani indeks potrosackih cijena (HICP) predstavlja upore-
divu mjeru inflacije sa zemljama Evropske unije. Za obracun oba indeksa se koristi
ECOICOP Kklasifikacija (Evropska klasifikacija individualne potro$nje prema namjeni).
Lista proizvoda i usluga MONSTAT redovno revidira kako bi se o¢uvala njena reprezen-
tativnost u pogledu strukture potro$nje i navika potrosaca.

Cijene proizvodaca industrijskih proizvoda su cijene po kojima proizvodaci prodaju svoje
proizvode u najve¢im koli¢cinama na domacem trzistu. Ove cijene se prikupljaju mjese¢nim
izvjestajima koje dostavljaju izabrana preduzeca. Uzorak i ponderi su bazirani na godis-
njem istrazivanju Industrijske proizvodnje (PRODCOM). Proizvodaci su odabrani kao
najveci proizvodaci kategorija proizvoda koje su ukljucene u istrazivanje.

Podaci o Bruto domac¢em proizvodu se preuzimaju od MONSTAT-a, a procjene BDP-a se
preuzimaju od Ministarstva finansija i socijalnog staranja.

Indeksi fizickog obima industrijske proizvodnje dobijaju se na osnovu mjese¢nih podataka
MONSTAT-a.

Podaci o gradevinarstvu prikupljaju se na osnovu kvartalnog izvjestaja MONSTAT-a.
Obuhvacdena su preduzeca iz oblasti gradevinarstva, kao i jedinice koje obavljaju gradevin-
sku djelatnost, a nalaze se u sastavu negradevinskih preduzeca. Vrijednost izvrsenih gra-
devinskih radova izrazena je u teku¢im cijenama i obuhvata: troskove materijala, troskove
rada, troskove rusenja, pripremu terena, troskove instalacija, opste troskove i profit.

Statistical real sector data are collected from the following authorized institutions:
MONSTAT, the Employment Agency, and the Ministry of Finance and Social Welfare.

Table 7.1 — Prices

Data on the consumer price (CPI), harmonised consumer prices (HICP) and the produc-
ers’ prices of manufactured products indices are taken from MONSTAT.

The consumer prices index (CPI) is defined as a measure of the average change over time
in the prices of a market basket of consumer goods and services paid by households with a
view to meeting their needs and it is calculated in line with the methodology harmonized
with the recommendations for the calculation of the CPI in the European Union. While
the consumer price index is mostly used as a general measure of inflation in the national
context, the harmonised index of consumer prices represents a comparable measure of in-
tlation in the European Union. ECOICOP (European Classification of Individual
Consumption according to Purpose) is used for both indices. The list of products and ser-
vices MONSTAT regularly updated in order to preserve its representative characteristics
regarding structure of consumption and consumers” habits.

Producers' prices of manufactured products are prices at which producers sell their prod-
ucts in the largest quantities in the local market. Data on these prices are collected from
monthly reports submitted by some companies which are selected according to their share
in total output of a certain industry. Sample and weights are based on annual Industrial
production survey (PRODCOM). Manufacturers have been selected as the largest manu-
facturers of product categories that are included in the survey.

Table 7.2 - GDP (Gross Domestic Product)

Data on GDP are taken over from MONSTAT, and GDP estimates from the Ministry of
Finance and Social Welfare.

Table 7.3 — Industrial Output

The indices of physical volume of industrial production are obtained on the basis of month-
ly MONSTAT data. They cover enterprises and their units that perform that industrial ac-
tivity, i.e. those classified in accordance with the Classification of Activities into: Mining
and quarrying, Manufacturing industry, and Electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning
supply. Enterprises performing non-industrial activities are reporting entities if they con-
tain a kind-of-activity unit performing an industrial activity.

Table 7.4 - Forestry, Construction

The production of wood products is obtained on the basis of MONSTAT monthly data. It
covers all business entities that carry out the production of forest assortments in the state
forests, ie local units of the Forest Administration.

Data on construction are compiled from MONSTAT quarterly reports. It covers enterpris-
es in construction, as well as kind-of-activity units of non-construction enterprises which
perform construction activities. The value of performed construction work is presented in
current prices and including: material costs, labour costs, demolition and preparation of
tield, installation costs, general costs and profit. Data on the value of performed construc-

Podaci o turistickom prometu u kolektivhom smjestaju (broj dolazaka i nocenja turista)
prikupljaju se iz redovnih mjese¢nih izvjestaja MONSTAT-a koji se sastavljaju na osnovu
evidencije u knjigama gostiju u smjestajnim objektima kolektivnog smjestaja. Zavod za sta-
tistiku Crne Gore je do 2017. godine publikovao mjese¢ne podatke o ukupnom turistickom
prometu. (Tabela 7.5.). Prema EU Regulativi 692/2011 o evropskoj statistici turizma, od
Februara 2017. godine MONSTAT na mjesecnom nivou objavljuje podatke o dolascima i
nocenjima turista samo za kolektivni smjestaj (Tabela 7.5.1.). Zbog nacionalnog interesa za
ukupnim podacima o dolascima i no¢enjima turista MONSTAT ih objavljuje na godisnjem
nivou.

Tabela 7.6 — Zaposleni, nezaposleni, zarade

Podaci o broju zaposlenih preuzimaju se od MONSTAT-a, pri ¢emu se podaci o godisnjem
i mjesecnom broju zaposlenih dobijaju na osnovu evidencija koje su regulisane Zakonom
o evidencijama u oblasti rada i zaposljavanja (., SLlist CG" br 45/12), a vode se u Centralnom
registru obveznika i osiguranika (CROO), Sluzbeni list CG (45/08; 80/08; 15/09; 43/09;
32/10), koje Uprava za statistiku redovno preuzima od istih.

Podaci o broju nezaposlenih preuzimaju se od Zavoda za zaposljavanje Crne Gore.

Podaci o prosje¢nim zaradama preuzimaju se od MONSTAT-a. Pod pojmom zarada zapo-
slenog podrazumijeva se bruto zarada koja obuhvata zaradu za obavljeni rad i vrijeme pro-
vedeno na radu, uve¢anu zaradu, naknadu zarade i druga licna primanja, koja podlijezu
placanju poreza na dohodak fizickih lica utvrdena zakonom, kolektivnim ugovoromi ugo-
vorom o radu. Prosje¢na zarada izracunava se tako $to se ukupno isplacena masa zarada u
mjesecu dijeli s brojem zaposlenih na koje se odnose izvrsene isplate. Zaradu bez poreza i
doprinosa (neto) ¢ini zarada (bruto) umanjena za poreze i doprinose na teret zaposlenog.

Data on tourist turnover in collective accommodation (number of arrivals and overnight
stays) are collected from MONSTAT regularly monthly reports which are compiled on the
basis of guest book records in the collective accommodation establishments. Statistical
Oftice was published monthly data of total tourist turnover until 2017 (Table 7.5.). According
to EU Regulation 692/2011 on European statistics on tourism, from February 2017
MONSTAT only publishes monthly data on tourist arrivals and overnight stays in collec-
tive accommodation (Table 7.5.1.). Taking into consideration the national interests for the
data on the total number of arrivals and overnight stays, Statistical Office publishes them
annually.

Table 7.6 - Employment, Unemployment, Salaries

Data on employment are taken from MONSTAT, whereas the data on annual and month-
ly number of employees are obtained on the basis of records regulated by the Law on Records
in Area of Labour and Employment (Official Gazette of Montenegro 45/12), and kept by
the Central Register of Payers and Insured Persons (Official Gazette of Montenegro 45/08,
80/08, 15/09, 43/09, 32/10), and regularly used by Statistical Oftice.

Data on unemployment are taken from the Montenegrin Employment Agency.

Data on average monthly salaries are taken from MONSTAT. The term “employee’s salary”
means gross wages including the wages earned for the performed work and hours spent at
work, increased salaries, compensations, and other personal income, subject to paying tax
on physical persons” income as determined by the Law, the Collective Agreement or the
Employment Contract. An average salary is calculated as the total amount of paid salaries
in a month divided by the number of employees that have received the salary. Net salaries
and wages are tax and contributions deducted (gross) salaries and wages.

In accordance with the Law on Budget and Fiscal Responsibility, public debt is defined as
the debt of central government level (government debt) and local level (debt of local self-
government). Central Government Level includes the State authorities and State adminis-
tration authorities, legal entities and business organisations predominantly providing ser-
vices of public interest which are controlled and mostly financed by the State. Local
Government Level includes the municipal authorities, legal entities and business organisa-
tion predominantly providing services of local interest and which are controlled and most-
ly financed by the municipalities.

Data on government debt are available on a quarterly basis, while public debt data are avail-
able on an annual basis.
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
